his questionnaire will help you to establish where you are now in your Christian walk but, more importantly perhaps, where you believe you should be.

Because the only person you can answer for is yourself, and only you know what your own convictions are, you will be the only person who can say whether your answers are ‘right’ or ‘wrong.’ There is, therefore, absolutely nothing to be gained from answering any other way than honestly and truthfully but maybe, when it’s all weighed up, EVERYTHING to be gained from the truth. You can’t lie to yourself or to God without you both knowing—so why bother?

Thus there is no answer sheet by which to ‘mark yourself.’ When you’ve answered all the questions only you can decide whether a change of direction is called for and, if it is, only you can decide whether to make it.

If you have loved ones who you believe would benefit from doing this possibly life-saving self-assessment, please feel free to print out or photocopy this questionnaire and give it to them.

If you feel that your answers to any of the questions which ask for a ‘Yes’ or a ‘No’ are ‘Maybe’ or ‘Don’t know’ leave them blank and think about your answer later. No one else can decide for you.
