As regular readers of ‘Making a Difference’ will know only too well by now, Beloved King Ministries is dedicated to exposing the lies and myths that are so carelessly proliferated by apostate denominational churches and, in doing so, bringing as many of Jesus’ lost sheep as possible into His fold. They will turn their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths.” (2 Timothy 4:3, 4).  That time is now definitely here.  Seventeen of the most prevalent myths are listed in my article “Some Modern Religious Myths” (available by clicking the linked title on the home page of the BKM website).  
The problem today is misplaced trust.  Everyone is busy, busy, busy!  In their hectic lifestyles, people no longer make the time to study their Bibles every day and, even if they do, more often than not, their study is to a programme prepared by their chosen church.  They do exactly what Paul prophesied almost two thousand years ago and entrust their scriptural learning to church leaders without so much as questioning it.  Scripture warns that teachers will be judged more strictly than the rest of Christendom (James 3:1) because, when they teach lies, they place the precious children of God who placed their trust in them (as they SHOULD be able to do) at severe risk.  This is very evident from the emails I receive accusing me of everything from being misguided to outright heresy.  I take comfort in the fact that Jesus Himself said, “Do not suppose I have come to bring peace to the earth.  I did not come to bring peace but a sword!”  (Matthew 10:34).  He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows and familiar with suffering.  Like one from whom men hide their faces He was despised and we esteemed Him not. (Isaiah 53:3).  If that was the suffering of my Saviour, then I bear it with honour for Him.  Besides, sticks and stones my hurt my bones, but names will never hurt me!  As the Scripture above assures me, I’m blessed!
Telling the truth isn’t popular!  I praise God for the remnant who support this ministry – those who are eager to please God rather than their preachers or themselves.  You know who you are and I love you dearly and look forward with longing in my heart to the time when we shall walk the golden streets of New Jerusalem together with the Lord.  There is more joy in heaven over one soul saved than over ninety-nine that don’t need saving and I can tell you that joy is REAL:  So real that it can be felt right here on this earth.  The absolute euphoria when someone writes to say that the scales of years of religious deception have been removed from their eyes is almost beyond description!  But those letters are vastly outnumbered by the ones denouncing the truth and I am thankful to God that, just when the despondency is reaching an intolerable level, a message like the one in this month’s Mailbox column arrives filled with wonderful news of another person who has understood and accepted it. 

But what of those dearly loved friends who flatly refuse to cast their traditions aside and embrace the true gospel of the kingdom?   How long must we put up with them?  God loves sinners but hates their sin.  I spend a lot more time praying for those who abuse and accuse me than I do over the faithful.  Jesus alluded to this when he told the parable of the lost sheep and the shepherd who leaves the rest of the flock safe in the fold and tramps the mountains until he finds the lost one.  Like that shepherd, I shed bitter tears and my heart aches over dearly loved friends who refuse to accept the truth whilst those who DO I just ask God to keep steadfast in the faith.
When His disciples couldn’t heal a boy, Jesus said, “O unbelieving and perverse generation!  How long shall I stay with you?  How long shall I put up with you?” (Matthew 17:17).  Earlier, when sending the disciples out into the mission field, He told them, “If anyone will not welcome you or listen to your words, shake the dust off your feet when you leave that home or town.  I tell you the truth; it will be more bearable for Sodom or Gomorrah on the Day of Judgement than for that town.” (Matthew 10:14, 15).  Is that instruction any less valid for us today?
Satan sends contentious people into the lives of obedient Christians to sap their strength and wear them down.  He comes to steal, kill and destroy.  He prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.  Personally, I am prepared to fight for as long as I can withstand the battle for souls who, unwittingly, serve the devil by accusing me whilst persisting with a life of apostasy.  I will pluck them from his hand if I can.  But the fact remains that the ultimate decision whether or not to serve God HIS way is theirs and theirs alone.  No one else can make it for them.  I don’t blame those lost souls as willing participants in Satan’s plot.  I feel sorry for them because they so readily allow themselves to be used.  Satan knows the Scriptures by heart from Genesis 1:1 to Revelation 22:21 and he misuses them mercilessly in his attempt to disqualify people from receiving their gift of salvation.  Not everyone is a linguist or literary genius and, when presented by preachers in certain ways, the Scriptures can quite easily be made to appear to say what they don’t.  It is my mission to correct those manipulations and tear down the principalities and powers of religiosity that are deceiving God’s people.
Before He came to earth as a human, Jesus told Ezekiel, “When I say to a wicked man, ‘You will surely die,’ and you do not warn him or speak out to dissuade him from his evil ways in order to save his life, that wicked man will die for his sin, and I will hod you accountable for his blood.  But if you do warn the wicked man and he does not turn from his wickedness or his evil ways, he will die for his sin; but you will have saved yourself.”  (Ezekiel 3:18, 19).  This leaves no doubt that it is the duty of EVERY obedient Bible-believing Christian to point out religious error where he sees it but, having done so, how long should he persevere when the warning is rejected?  In fact, should we EVER give up and, as Jesus instructed His followers, shake the dust off our feet and move on?

Jesus told the Israelites way back when He walked in human flesh that they were breaking the commandments of God for the sake of their traditions and then went on to say, “These people honour me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me. They worship me in vain; their teachings are but rules taught by men.” (Matthew 15: 3, 8, 9).   Are you worshiping Jesus in vain???  Are you only keeping the commandments that suit you or are you making a sincere attempt to keep them ALL?  

Thousands of preachers glibly teach those gullible fools that put their implicit trust in them that the commandments were nailed to the cross and they believe it!  Yet the Scripture they take that from says, “He forgave us all our sins, having cancelled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and stood opposed to us; He took it away, nailing it to the cross.  And having disarmed the powers and authorities, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross.” (Colossians 2:13-17).  The written code that was against us and stood opposed to us was the sacrificial plan of the Old Testament whereby an animal took the place of a sinner on the altar in the tabernacle and later in the temple.  THAT was God’s mercy.  When Jesus arose from His tomb in defeat of Satan’s ultimate weapon of death, THAT was the code that was left nailed to His cross!  THAT was God’s GRACE!

The first four govern our relationship with God and the last six, our relationship with each other.  Basically, they are the “HOW TO” of Jesus’ commands when He said, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.  This is the first and greatest commandment and the second is like it: Love your neighbour as yourself.” (Matthew 37-39). And, just in case anyone might fall into the error of thinking that these two commands of Jesus’ REPLACED the Ten Commandments, He closed by saying, “ALL the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.”  
Is that hard to follow?  Beloved, there are only ten commandments!  As Jesus said, His yoke is easy and His burden light. It was a bitterly cold Christmas Eve in Korea in 1952. A pregnant young mother, Bak Yoon, hobbled through the snow toward the home of a missionary friend where she knew she could find help. Tears of sorrow froze on her face as she mourned her husband. He had recently been killed in the Korean War, and she had no one else to turn to. A short way down the road from her missionary friend's house was a deep gully spanned by a bridge.

As Bak Yoon stumbled forward, birth pains suddenly overcame her. She fell, realizing that she could go no further, and crawled under the end of the bridge. There, alone, under the bridge, her baby boy was born. Bak Yoon had nothing with her except her heavy, padded clothes. One by one, she removed all pieces of her clothing and wrapped them around her tiny son, still connected to her body by his umbilical cord. Then feeling exhausted she lay back in the snow beside her baby.

The next morning Miss Watson, long-time missionary, drove across the bridge in her car to take a Christmas basket of food to a needy Korean family. On her way back, as she got near the bridge, the car sputtered and died – out of gasoline. She got out of the car and started across the ridge. Through crunching snow under her feet she heard another sound - a baby's faint cry.

She stopped, unbelieving, and heard the cry again. "It's coming from beneath this bridge!" She crawled under the bridge to investigate and there she found a tiny, bundled baby, warm but hungry, and young Bak Yoon frozen in death. With a knife from her tool box she cut the cord and took the baby home with her. After caring first for the child, she, along with some helpers, brought Bak Yoon's body back to near where she lived and buried her here. She named the baby Soo Park, and adopted him.

He was strong and healthy and so grew up among many other orphan children that Miss Watson cared for. But to her, Soo Park was special. She often told him, "Your mother had great love for you, Soo Park," and about how she had proved that love. He never tired of hearing of his beautiful mother.

On Christmas day, his 12th birthday, snow was falling. After the children had helped Soo Park celebrate his birthday, he came and sat beside Miss Watson. "Mother Watson, do you think God made your car run out of gasoline the day you found me?" he asked. "Perhaps He did," she answered. "If that car hadn't stopped, I would not have found you. But I am so glad it stopped.  I love you and am very proud of you, Soo Park." She put her arms around him.

He rested his head against her. "Mother Watson, will you please take me out to my mother's grave? I want to pray there. I want to thank her for my life." "Yes, but put on you're heavy coat. It's very cold." Beside the grave, Soo Park asked Mother Watson to wait at a little distance. She walked aside and waited. As the astonished missionary watched, the boy began to take off his warm clothing, piece by piece.

Surely he won't take off all his clothing! She thought. He'll freeze! But the boy stripped himself of everything, laid it all on his mother's grave, and knelt naked and shivering in the snow. She waited one minute, two minutes. Then she put her gloved hand on his snow covered shoulder.

"Come, Soo Park. Your mother in Heaven sees how much you love her. I will help you dress." Then in deep sorrow he cried out to the mother he never knew: "Were you colder than this for me, my mother?" And he wept bitterly because he knew of course, she was.

Jesus stripped Himself of His royal garments to come and live among us. Was He that cold for us? Surely we never have to wonder if He loves us, or even how much He loves us. He demonstrated that to us nearly 2000 years ago.

His name was Brian, and he was a student at the small high school I attended. Brian was a special education student who was constantly searching for love and attention, but it usually came for the wrong reasons. Students who wanted to have some "fun" would ask, "Brian, are you the Incredible Hulk?" He would then run down the halls roaring and flexing. He was the joke of the school and was "entertainment" for those who watched. Brian, who was looking for acceptance, didn't realize that they were laughing at him and
not with him. One day I couldn't take it anymore. I told the other students that I had had enough of their game and to knock it off. "Aw, come on, Mike!  We are just having fun. Who do you think you are anyway?"
The teasing didn't stop for long, but Brian latched onto me that day. I had stuck up for him, and now he was my buddy. Thoughts of, ”What will people think of you if you are friends with Brian," swirled in my head, but I
forced them out as I realized that God wanted me to treat this young man as I would want to be treated.
Later that week I invited Brian over to my house to play video games. We sat there playing Intellivision (this was the 80's) and drinking Tang. Pretty soon he started asking me questions like, "Hey Mike. Where do you go to church?"  I would politely answer his questions then turn my concentration back to the video games... He kept asking me questions about God, and why I was different from some of the kids at school. Finally my future wife, Kristi, who was my high school sweetheart at the time, pulled me aside and said, "Michael, he needs to talk. How about you go down to your room where you can talk privately?" My wonderfully perceptive girlfriend had picked up on the cues better than I had.
As soon as we arrived in my room, Brian asked again, "Hey, Mike. How come you're not like some of the other kids at school?" I knew I needed to tell him about the difference that God had made in my life. I got out my Bible and shared John 3:16 and some verses in Romans with him. I explained that God loved him just the way he was and that He had sent Jesus down to earth to die on a cross, rise from the dead, and make it possible for everyone, especially Brian, to spend eternity in heaven if they believed. I didn't know if he was comprehending what I was telling him, but when I finished explaining, I asked Brian if he wanted to pray with me. He said he would like that.
We prayed together: "God, I know I am a sinner and that even if I were the only person on earth, You still would have sent Your Son down to die on the cross for me and take my place. I accept the gift of salvation that You offer, and I ask that You come into my heart and take control. Thank you, Lord. Amen."

�"In the multitude of words sin is not lacking, but he who restrains his lips is wise." 


(Proverbs 10:19)


We believers need to restrain our lips, we need to quit uttering words aimlessly and start using them like our lives depended on it.  According to the Word of God, they do, for death and life are in the power of the tongue (Proverbs 18:21). 


Yes, you can be a wiseguy without joining the mafia or ratting on your capo. Many of us have the perverted lips of Proverbs 19:1, which means much more than lying and cursing. It means a disobedient mouth saying things that are not in line with the Word of God. 


All of us are guilty of He Said, She Said; for we might say that we're believing God for healing and then turn around and say, "This cancer is terminal and the doctor says only 3 months to live!" The Word of God that you speak will not return to Him void but it shall accomplish what He pleases and it shall prosper in the thing for which it was sent (Isaiah 55:11). God watches over His Word to perform it. (Jeremiah 1:12) Mark 11:23 says "whoever says to this mountain, Be removed, and be cast into the sea; and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done; he will have whatever he says." The Word of God didn't say you shall have what you mean. It says you'll have what you SAY. 


You should not be tongue-tied worrying about what to say. Loosen your lips and use the wisdom God has given you. Get lip therapy, give yourself lip service by training your mouth to be obedient to God's Word and speak His Word. Be like Michael Douglas, Don't Say a Word unless it's God's Word.

ARE WE, AS CHRISTIANS DOOMED


TO SIN'S POWER OVER US?

No, that is not the case. While no man lives so righteously that he never sins, yielding the heart, mind, and will to God the Holy Spirit will change our continual interest in placing our selves above all else!


The Apostle Paul stated that he faced a life long battle between the desires of his flesh and sin nature. 


Romans 7:15-16 ~ I don't understand myself at all, for I really want to do what is right, but I don't do it. Instead, I do the very thing I hate. I know perfectly well that what I am doing is wrong, and my bad conscience shows that I agree that the law is good.


And so it will be with us. There will be times when we seem to have little difficulty in following the Lord; and then there are times when obeying Him seem beyond our power. God the Holy Spirit will enable us to withstand the temptations to do wrong. With His power and presence, we do not have to give in to sin's power.


But let's be realistic with one another. There are times, just as Paul did, when we will sin, though we feel guilt and conviction. In spite of all the resources God has provided for us to live in close fellowship with Him, we foolishly give in to temptations and we commit sins. 


1 John 3:4 ~ Those who sin are opposed to the law of God, for all sin opposes the law of God.


While God does not excuse sin as being of no consequence, he has promised that He will forgive us when we come to Him with repentant hearts in agreement (confession) with Him that we have sinned. It is important to note that God has not promised to stop the consequences of our sins from damaging others or from harming our reputation. What He promises is that He will never hold against us any sin we confess.


1 John 9-10 ~ But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to forgive us and to cleanse us from every wrong. If we claim we have not sinned, we are calling God a liar and showing that his word has no place in our hearts.


Galatians 5: 22-26 ~ But when the Holy Spirit controls our lives, he will produce this kind of fruit in us: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. Here there is no conflict with the law. Those who belong to Christ Jesus have nailed the passions and desires of their sinful nature to his cross and crucified them there. If we are living now by the Holy Spirit, let us follow the Holy Spirit's leading in every part of our lives. Let us not become conceited, or irritate one another, or be jealous of one another. 


WHEN THE BIBLE LISTS SINS CHRISTIANS ARE TO AVOID, or speaks of sins that we commit, every one of them are the result of living for and by our old sinful nature instead of our new spiritual nature we received when we were born again. 


Romans 6:14-18 ~ Sin is no longer your master, for you are no longer subject to the law, which enslaves you to sin. Instead, you are free by God's grace. So since God's grace has set us free from the law, does this mean we can go on sinning? Of course not! Don't you realize that whatever you choose to obey becomes your master? You can choose sin, which leads to death, or you can choose to obey God and receive his approval. Thank God! Once you were slaves of sin, but now you have obeyed with all your heart the new teaching God has given you. Now you are free from sin, your old master, and you have become slaves to your new master, righteousness. 


Ephesians 4:21-23 ~ Since you have heard all about him and have learned the truth that is in Jesus, throw off your old evil nature and your former way of life, which is rotten through and through, full of lust and deception. Instead, there must be a spiritual renewal of your thoughts and attitudes.


2 Corinthians 5:17 ~ What this means is that those who become Christians become new persons. They are not the same anymore, for the old life is gone. A new life has begun!


Galatians 2:20 ~ I myself no longer live, but Christ lives in me. So I live my life in this earthly body by trusting in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me. 


Philippians 2:5-8 ~ Your attitude should be the same that Christ Jesus had. Though he was God, he did not demand and cling to his rights as God. He made himself nothing; he took the humble position of a slave and appeared in human form. And in human form he obediently humbled himself even further by dying a criminal's death on a cross. 


1 Peter 2:21-22 ~ This suffering is all part of what God has called you to. Christ, who suffered for you, is your example. Follow in his steps. He never sinned, and he never deceived anyone. 


Our Sins Are Basically Internal Matters Of Our Desires. We sin when we place what we want above God’s will, and our attitude and action toward others.


Anything in our lives that we place above God’s expressed will (recorded for us in the Bible) is to be avoided at all cost to our personal pleasure. Not doing so is the root of all sins that Christians commit, and the guilt they experience within their heart. 


Hebrews 10:26-27 ~ Dear friends, if we deliberately continue sinning after we have received a full knowledge of the truth, there is no other sacrifice that will cover these sins. There will be nothing to look forward to but the terrible expectation of God’s judgment and the raging fire that will consume His enemies.


As children of God through our faith in Christ, we need to read His Word so that we will know, not just the sins He prohibits, but that we might understand our new nature given to us when we were “born again.” That is the true meaning of “born again.”  We have died to sin’s control over our old nature, and reborn with a new nature free to serve God. As we live to fulfil the needs and desires of our Godly nature, we will discover the Holy Spirit is always present to strengthen our internal desire to please God with our lives in every way, which necessitates the avoidance of sin.


Iraq and other “religious nations” have strict moral rules, just as the Jews did when Jesus confronted them with their sins of a lust filled heart. That has not done away with the secret sins of their people; it has only made them more afraid of getting caught!


Christianity is not a religion of do’s and don’ts. 


Christianity is a relationship between man and His Creator, made possible by Jesus Christ paying the debt of our sin. When believers are taught about their relationship with God, we are drawn closer to “Him who loved us and gave Himself for us.” 


This love should motivate us to avoid committing sins against the One who loved us so much, He took our sins upon Himself and died on Calvary to pay for the penalty of them!   


John 14:15 ~ If you love me, keep my commandments.


Sin will only rule over us if we surrender to it.

The most important, most critical component in successful loving is commitment. Not love.


It's easy to love without commitment. People do it all the time: Easy to love, to give of oneself for a while. But commitment implies bonding in such a way that one promises to keep the fires of love burning indefinitely. It also means shutting one's heart to the possibility of loving another who might even be more attractive, even more lovable.  Not easy.  This is why solid commitments are not at all as common as we are led to believe.  In fact, more often than not, I think that the commitment two lovers make are not equal. What I mean is that the commitment of one might be a whole lot more or a whole lot less than the partner's. We see it all the time. One loves more than the other and is more committed than the other.  We have often seen lopsided love relationships where one partner is giving so much more to the relationship than the other.


But writers and poets seem to always indicate that love isn't just a two-way street, but an equal two-way street. That hardly ever happens.  It is impossible to determine exactly how much a man loves a woman or how much a woman cares for a man.  Love cannot be measured and that can be a huge problem. You can love someone and tell him "I love you" and you're telling the truth.


But how much do you love him?  Enough to let him court you?  Enough to marry him? Enough to die for him? THE GREATEST TEST OF TRUE LOVE is commitment. The greatest indicator of deep love is deep commitment.  I have heard people say all the right words, make all the right moves and pledge undying love, only to walk away weeks or months later.  Were they in love?  Sure they were: But not enough to allow them to hold strong in their love.  Not enough to keep a commitment regardless of the pain.


Lover gets this sinking feeling when there is a sense that one is more committed than the other.  When one is giving a lot more than one is receiving.  When one's love is a lot more solid than the creaky love of the partner. When a couple believe strongly that their commitment to each other is rock solid, there is a deep sense of security, a feeling that it's OK to give all because the gift of yourself is safe in the hands of the beloved. If, however, there is doubt or, even worse, the conviction that one is engaged in one-way giving, in a one-way commitment that is lopsided, then there is a tendency to pull back and not give as much. And when that happens, love begins to fade.


In the countless counselling sessions I have had with troubled couples over the years, there has always been the problem of a failing commitment on the part of at least one of the partners.  Unless there is the raising of the level of commitment, the relationship is doomed.  It's finished.  Sooner or later the stresses will take their toll and the relationship will begin to fall apart.  On the other hand, look carefully at couples who are still very much in love after 20, 25 years.  Their commitment to each other cannot be shaken.  Neither can their love.


Jesus before He died on the cross said,   "Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit:" and having said thus, he gave up the ghost. (Luke 23:46)


Jesus committed the most precious thing He had, His spirit, to God His Father knowing that He could trust Him with it. When a person stands before God and a congregation on their wedding day they commit, say a vow that the relationship will last until, "Death us do part."


Too many have not held to that commitment.  Keep the Faith!  Keep on keeping on with your spouse.
