EDITORIAL


I recently received from a reader an email that accused me of trying to “buy” salvation by practising and teaching obedience to Yahweh’s commandments and this concerned me deeply because nothing could be further from the truth. Unfortunately, like many such people, that reader also requested to be unsubscribed from “Making A Difference” and so (unless God prompts someone else to forward it to him – and He COULD!) the writer will not get to read this explanation. Running away from truth doesn’t change it and it occurred to me that there might be other readers who have thought the same as our ex-reader and not got around to expressing their concerns. This editorial is for them.


Had the reader read my book, “God’s Deal With YOU” he would not have needed to make his accusation but it was obviously too much trouble to actually make a sincere attempt to learn the truth before firing his darts and arrows. There’s an old story that says you can take the horse to the water but you can’t make him drink and, I guess the corollary to that story would be that, if he never drinks, he’ll die. Whose fault would that have been? Even Jesus said, “If any place will not welcome you or listen to you, shake the dust off your feet when you leave, as a testimony against them.” (Mark 6:11). There was a time when I used to get all distressed when people flatly refused to even consider the messages of scriptural truth I tried to teach them but, whilst ANY lost soul is always going to be sad, I have now realised that distressing myself is exactly what Satan wants and so I flatly refuse to be sucked in by his trick. I will spend the rest of my life leading horses to waters but, if they refuse to drink, that is their choice.


First of all, on page 40, I clearly state in large bold type, 

WHILST OBEYING GOD’S COMMANDMENTS

WON’T GET ANYONE

INTO HIS KINGDOM,

WILFUL FAILURE TO OBEY THEM

WILL CERTAINLY KEEP YOU OUT!


Is there anything ambiguous about that?


Let’s compare our Heavenly Father with an earthly father with small children. Because he LOVES his children, the earthly dad gives them certain rules and parameters by which to conduct themselves. If he is an unwise man, he may continually offer his children rewards for their obedience to the point where the loving reasons for his rules become ancillary to what will ultimately seem like his demands. In human terms this may not seem so far-fetched. How many of us threaten our children with some sort of punishment if they disobey us? That doesn’t necessarily mean we threaten to beat them or physically hurt them. In most Christian homes the punishment will most likely be the withdrawal of privileges – “If you do not obey my instruction, you will not be allowed to go to your friend’s house this weekend.” In other words, “You’ll be grounded!”


Thus the child makes a decision. “Is going to my friend’s this weekend worth the “price” of obeying Dad’s instruction?” The manifestation of the child’s reaction to the dilemma may be a verbal outburst like, “Dad! I hate you!” because his immature mind cannot readily differentiate between hating the dilemma that the father posed and hating to one who posed it. Of course, every sensible parent knows this and never for one second believes that his child doesn’t love him dearly. 


In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus, knowing what awaited Him, prayed with drops of blood on His brow, “My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken from me. Yet not as I will, but as You will.” but the REAL anguish came the following day as He hung on the cross. “My God, my God, why have You forsaken Me?” Are not those the most agonising words in the whole Bible? Jesus’ words in the garden were words of obedience. On the cross they were words of utter despair. For a split second, even the Son of God felt as though he had lost the most precious and holy thing possible – His Father’s LOVE! In the garden Jesus’ words were words of HIS love – for US. Because He loved us, His creation, SO dearly, He was prepared to suffer and die a horrible and unjust death in our place so that He would be able to enjoy our company and fellowship for all eternity in a beautiful kingdom beyond our earthly imagination. But He never expected His own Father to abandon Him and, for that split second, THAT is what he felt. He did THAT for YOU and for ME!


So, this begs the question, “What can WE do for HIM?” The Bible tells us that all have sinned and fallen short of God’s glory and that none are righteous: No, not one! Because we are the seed (progeny) of Adam and Eve we are inheritors of their sinful nature. Let’s pause for a moment and consider that sinful nature. What WAS their “sin”? In fact, what is “sin” by definition? Well, there is only ONE clear definition of sin in the whole Bible and that can be found in the fourth verse of the third chapter of John’s first letter. Quite simply, “Sin is transgression of the Law” (KJV). You may say that, when Adam and Eve disobeyed their Creator, the was no “law.” But I ask you to consider this. When that Dad that we looked at earlier gave “rules” to his child, as far as that child was concerned, “Dad’s word was law.” True isn’t it?


Now law has a downside - the penalty for breaking it – for disobedience. If a sports player infringes the rules of the game, he or she gets punished. The first infringement may be only a warning but, if the player persists in flaunting the rules, he or she will most likely spend the rest of the match in the dressing room. As I have already illustrated, parental rules are no different. Well, beloved, our Creator is OUR divine celestial parent and His rules are no different. Breaking them has a price. That price is clearly defined in Holy Writ as DEATH (Romans 6:23)! So, since all have sinned, all deserve to die! But, because He loves us SO much, God sent His Own Son, Jesus to die in our place. 


He has already done it! He cannot and will not do it again. In that moment, just after He called out those agonising words, Jesus, the Son of the living God paid the penalty for the sins of the entire world. He died! For three days and three nights it seemed as though Satan had won. It seemed that his ultimate weapon, death had won. And then, as the sun rose on the first day of the week, the Son of God arose from His tomb and defeated Satan’s ultimate weapon once and forever! Wow! What does THAT tell you about God’s love for YOU? 


The New Testament (written, remember, AFTER Jesus defeated death) tells us that Satan runs around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour. But he is a toothless lion! The only way he can defeat us now is to suck us to death! Literally! The problem is that he has got very good at sucking! Every day he sucks multitudes of dear, beautiful, sincere people into believing a horrendous lie that, because Jesus has paid for their sins, they no longer need to keep His law. What a load of rubbish!


Jesus did what He did as an act of pure LOVE. The point that all those dear souls are missing is that love is a two-way street. Our Creator has shown HIS love for US in the most spectacular way imaginable. What can WE do to show Him OUR love for Him? Well, let’s go back to that earthly father and child and see the difference. Let’s say that the child has repeatedly run into the house with muddy shoes on and made a lot of work for his mother so that the father has said that, as well as not being allowed to visit his friend at the weekend, unless he removes his shoes before entering, he must stay outside in the shed. Take careful note here that the father has NOT banished his child, he has given him a choice. Suddenly, as long as he prefers to do things HIS way, that child no longer has access to his father. Dad is sitting, nice and comfortable, inside the house whilst his child is out in the shed. The child calls out to his father, “Dad, please forgive me. I disobeyed you when I came in with mud on my shoes. I am sorry Dad; I won’t ever do it again. I’ve taken them off and I’ll clean the floor too if you let me come in.” What do you think that loving father will say? I imagine that many of you have put yourselves in that father’s position as you read that and felt the love tugging at your heartstrings. Like the father of the prodigal son of Jesus’ parable, you are imagining throwing open the door and taking your child in your arms and, quite simply, LOVING him. How much more do you think God wants to do that?


But wait! As you throw open the door you see that your child is STILL wearing his muddy shoes. Now how do you feel? Remember, all you wanted was for your child to obey you. Your instructions were not unjust or unfair. You gave them for the good of the whole household. Well, beloved, Jesus said that HIS instructions (He called them “a yoke”) are not unjust or unfair. They are for the good of all humanity. He said, “Come unto me, all you who are weary and burdened [with sinful - lawless - disobedience], and I will give you rest. Take my yoke [my instructions] upon you and learn [my laws] from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.” (Matthew 11:28-30)


So, keeping Divine Law is NOT, like the little child in my story, a means to an end (salvation). It is the loving way of showing Jesus that we are not only thankful for what He did for us on the cross but also of PROVING to Him that we accept what He did. If we just shout, “Thank You Lord for paying the death-price for OUR sins” and ignore His instructions how can He believe that we are sincere? As He said, His instructions are NOT burdensome. They were given for OUR benefit, not His!


Below is a questionnaire that forms part of chapter 6 of my book, “God’s Deal With YOU.” The questions are mine but the answers are God’s. They principally concern just one of Yahweh’s ten Laws – not because that one is any more or less important than any other one but because it is, possibly the most universally broken one. Before you read them let me stress that, when you have, if you go away from your computer saying to yourself, “Oh! If I want to be saved, I must keep ALL of God’s laws” you have missed the whole point of this article. What you SHOULD be doing is saying to Jesus, “Oh! Thank You Lord that I am ALREADY saved. I WANT TO keep ALL your laws BECAUSE I WANT TO SHOW YOU HOW MUCH I LOVE YOU. I want to please You with my obedience.”

9 “Six days you shall labour and do all your work, 10 but the SEVENTH DAY IS THE SABBATH of the Lord your God. On it you shall not do any work, neither you, nor your son or daughter, nor your manservant or maidservant, nor your animals, nor the alien within your gates.”

13 “If you keep your feet from breaking the Sabbath and from doing as you please on my holy day, if you call the Sabbath a delight and the Lord’s holy day honourable, and if you honour it by not going your own way and not doing as you please or speaking idle words, 14 then you will find your joy in the Lord, and I will cause you to ride on the heights of the land and to feast on the inheritance of your father Jacob.”
Q4. 
Why is the seventh day the Sabbath?
Genesis 2:
2 By the seventh day God had finished the work He had been doing; so on the seventh day He rested from all His work. 3 And God blessed the SEVENTH day and made it holy, because on it He rested from all the work of creating that He had done.

Exodus 20:
11 For in six days the Lord made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and all that is in them, but he rested on the SEVENTH day. Therefore the Lord blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy. 
Q5.
That’s one of the Ten Commandments. Weren’t they only for pre-Christian times?
Psalm 111:
7 The works of his hands are faithful and just; ALL his precepts are trustworthy. 8 They are steadfast FOR EVER AND EVER, done in faithfulness and uprightness.
Psalm 119:
151 Yet you are near, O Lord, and ALL your commands are true. 152 Long ago I learned from your statutes that you established them to last FOREVER.
Q6.
But wasn’t God’s covenant—the Ten Commandments—only for the Jews?
Isaiah 56:
6 And foreigners who bind themselves to the Lord to serve him, to love the name of the Lord, and to worship him, ALL who keep the Sabbath without desecrating it and who hold fast to my covenant 7 these I will bring to my holy mountain and give them joy in my house of prayer.

Matthew 28:
19 “Therefore go and make disciples of ALL nations, baptising them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to OBEY EVERYTHING I have commanded you.”
Q7.
When the Commandments were written down on stone the days weren’t named as they are now so how do we know which day is the seventh today?

Mark 16:
1 When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of Jesus, and Salome brought spices so that they might go to anoint Jesus’ body. 2 Very early on the FIRST day of the week, just after sunrise, they were on their way to the tomb. 5 The angel said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for I know that you are looking for Jesus, who was crucified. 6 He is not here; He has risen, just as He said.
Matthew 28:
1 After the Sabbath, at dawn on the FIRST day of the week, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to look at the Tomb.

See also Luke 24:1 and John 20:1

Author’s note: I do not know of a single mainstream church that does not recognise Sunday as Christ’s resurrection day – referred to in these Scriptures as “the first day of the week”.

Q8.
Can’t God change His mind if He wants to?
Malachi 3:
6 “I, the LORD, DO NOT CHANGE.”
Isaiah 55:
11 so is my word that goes out from my mouth: It will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it. 
Q9.
So what day did Jesus keep for worship?
Luke 4:
16 He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the Sabbath day he went into the synagogue, AS WAS HIS CUSTOM. And he stood up to read.
Q10.
But isn’t Sunday ‘the Lord’s Day?’
Mark 2:
27 Then he said to them, “The Sabbath was made for man, not man for the Sabbath. So the Son of Man is Lord even of the Sabbath.”
Q11.
But then didn’t Jesus change the Sabbath law by rising from the dead on the first day?
Matthew 5:
17 “Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have NOT come to abolish them but to fulfil them.

18 I tell you the truth, until heaven and earth disappear, not the smallest letter, not the least stroke of a pen, will by any means disappear from the Law until everything is accomplished.”
Hebrews 13:  
8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, and today, and forever. 
Q12.
And when will all be accomplished?
Matthew 24:
42 “Therefore keep watch, because you do not know on what day your Lord will come.” 44 “The Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect Him”
Q13.
Then did the apostles change the Sabbath?
Matthew 4:
10 “Worship the Lord your God and serve Him only.”
Acts 5:
29 Peter and the other apostles replied: “We must obey God rather than men!”

Okay, did Paul change it then?
Acts 17: 
2 AS HIS CUSTOM WAS, Paul went into the synagogue, and on three Sabbath days he reasoned with them from the Scriptures.

Acts 18:
4 Every Sabbath he reasoned in the synagogue, trying to persuade Jews and Greeks. 

Acts 13:
42 As Paul and Barnabas were leaving the synagogue, the people invited them to speak further about these things on the next Sabbath. 
Q15.
Well someone must have changed the Sabbath - so who did?
Daniel 7:
23 ‘The fourth beast is a fourth kingdom that will appear on earth. It will be different from all the other kingdoms and will devour the whole earth, trampling it down and crushing it.  25 HE WILL speak against the Most High and oppress his saints and TRY TO CHANGE THE SET TIMES AND THE LAWS.
Q16.
How do God and Jesus view the way people treat the law?

Proverbs 28:
9 If anyone turns a deaf ear to the law, EVEN HIS PRAYERS ARE DETESTABLE.
Matthew 5:
19 “Anyone who breaks one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do the same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever practices and teaches these commands will be called great in the kingdom of heaven.”

14 “You are my friends IF you do what I command.”

So how easily can the law be changed?
Luke 16:
17 It is easier for heaven and earth to disappear than for the least stroke of a pen to drop out of the Law.
Q20.
But isn’t loving God and our neighbour more important than keeping the law?
Matthew 22:
37 Jesus replied: ”‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.’ 38 This is the first and greatest commandment. 39 And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbour as yourself.’ 40 ALL the Law AND the Prophets hang on these two commandments.” 

Romans 13:
10 Love does no harm to its neighbour. Therefore LOVE IS THE FULFILMENT OF THE LAW.
1 John 5:
3 This is love for God: to OBEY HIS COMMANDS. And his commands are not burdensome.

Do we have to keep the commandments to receive our gift of salvation? Isn’t being good sufficient?

3 The time will come when men will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a great number of teachers who say what their itching ears want to hear. 4 They will turn their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths. 
Q24.
Are there any warnings given about this?

Matthew 24:
24 “False christs and false prophets will appear and perform great signs and miracles to deceive even the elect—if that were possible.”
2 Corinthians 11:
13 For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, masquerading as apostles of Christ. 14 And no wonder, for Satan himself masquerades as an angel of light. 15 It is not surprising, then, if his servants masquerade as angels of righteousness.

23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. 
Hebrews 10:
26 If we deliberately keep on sinning after we have received the knowledge of the truth, no sacrifice for sins is left, 27 but only a fearful expectation of judgement and of raging fire that will consume the enemies of God.

What then, is ‘sin?’

BEYOND PRISON

A LETTER FROM A PRISON GUARD

As I write you, I sit in a tower watching and waiting above one of the largest prisons in the state of Alabama.

As I was sitting, I felt a need to write a letter to tell parents and young adult some of the things that I do and see every day in my chosen profession, as a correctional officer.

I see many sorrows, few real honest smiles and less joy. The sorrows come by many things; one person may have missed an approved visit that he may have worked hard to get. The reason may have been that the inmate broke a rule and the visit was denied or postponed as a punishment, or "his people" didn't come for some reason, or no reason at all.

Many sorrows come by a death in the family or perhaps an illness, and the inmate cannot get in touch with anyone to find out what has happened, or what is being done about the situation. I have heard an inmate not much older than myself, preparing funeral arrangements for one of his parents from prison. I caught myself trying to grasp how he must have felt, and I could not imagine the pain or sorrow. Many times the only thing that they can do is to sit and wait, for hours-sometimes days. I have watched grown men break down and cry from frustration over things you and I don't ever stop to think about, such as a busy signal on a telephone.

Many of us consider no mail as a blessing, sometimes; however, many inmates consider "junk mail" as a blessing because it was sent to them alone. Many receive no mail at all, ever. Some inmates don't know where their family is, or how to contact them, sons, daughters, wives or grandchildren. No one.

Some people will carry a sorrow to their grave, because they will never see "the other side of the fence" as long as they live. Some make the best of the situation. Can you pause for a moment to think what it would be like to never watch TV alone again, or be able to watch what you wanted, or never go fishing or hunting-to hear the sound of the fall leaves rustle under you feet as you walk through the woods with you girl or your wife? If that doesn't shake you, then how about never being able to hold your husband or wife when ever you want to, to pull them close to you and tell them that you love them, never being able to share their company again, or to make love again, as long as you both shall live. You won't be able to enjoy the children as you should, or be able to watch them grow up, to watch him play football, or to watch her go out on her first date, and to wait up until she is safely home. You won't be able to see your grand children grow up, after your children get married, at the wedding you missed, because you were sitting in prison serving a sentence of "life without parole" or will sit somewhere on death row.  Where some people fearing, some praying for their time to come, for the execution of their sentence.

Many of us work in a noisy environment-we will stand the pressures and the stresses of the day, to race home for the comfort of our home and to see our wife and children, waiting with open arms to greet us when we arrive.

Imagine living in an environment where the noise seldom stops and the frustrations always runs high and you have very little, in any, choice in what you eat, wear, do or go. You do the same thing day in, and day out, day after day, year after year, with little change. With no one to turn to or no one to lean on, in a place where friends are near non existent and close relationships are even more rare. Debts can cost you all that you have to you name, it can cost you your body, even your life.

My fellow officers and I come to work each day and see the toll it takes on a man to be placed behind a fence and bars, to be stripped of the most private and personal act of being a human being, such as openly caring for someone, or to cry in front of other people, because it may be taken as a weakness.  You and I take our freedom for granted. I can promise you that an inmate will treasure the few moments that they get to spend on an eight-hour pass with their wife and children. That is the very few inmates that are allowed to take advantage of this privilege.

Many inmates have only a letter or a postcard to hold on to, to keep them going. I have sat for hours and talked with men and their problems, such as their wife has left them, and she has custody of the children, or their parole officer is delaying a parole over a simple matter such as paper work, or a medical examination. Or the officer didn't get to it, he was on two weeks of vacation.

I have sat and looked at pictures of families, a wife, of children and pets and many other things. I have heard stories and the tales about the people in the pictures and have felt compassion for the both of them. I have even cried and prayed for these men when I was alone by myself.

I have often wondered if I had the right to shoot someone that would attempt to escape. With in my reach I have a 12- gauge shotgun loaded with .00 buckshot. If the need were to arise that I should have to use it, well, it would certainly maim or kill. I have found an answer. It is in my Bible. It tells me that I am to obey all authority: the State of Alabama is my authority. It tells me that I am to stop an inmate if he attempts to escape, to use the force necessary to accomplish this, which includes deadly force. If it weren't for God's approval the government wouldn't exist.

My job is hard. I must see the sorrows and fears of these men and have compassion as a Christian. As an officer, I must at times do things which seem to show little or no mercy.

Parents and young adults, please listen to what I have to tell you. Teach your children well, to do what is right, teach them how to tell the difference between right and wrong. Teach them that is never too late to come back to our living savior, but most of all teach them how to serve him day to day. Because if you don't, well, I have told you some of the things that I see and witness each day as I walk through a gate, for my Lord and state.

I will leave you with this Bible verse; it goes, Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he shall not depart from it. Proverbs 22:7

OPENING LINKS
    Some readers have emailed us to say that clicking the hyperlinks in "Making A Difference" doesn't work. I don't know why that is but one easy way to get the addresses and access the websites is as follows:
1.    Highlight the title using your mouse (it doesn't matter if you highlight the music asterisk too - it will still work).
2.    With the title highlighted, click "Insert" on the menu bar at the top of your screen. This will give you a drop menu.
3.    On the drop menu, click "Hyperlink." This will open a window titled "Edit Hyperlink."
4.    Highlight the html address in the window labelled, "Type the file or web page name."
5.    Copy the address by pressing Control and C together.
6.    Close the "Edit Hyperlink" window by clicking the cancel button.
7.    Then open your web browser (Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator).
8.    Place the cursor in the "Address" window at the top (or, if you already have an address in there, just highlight it).
9.    Press Control and V together. That will copy the URL into the window.
10.  Press Enter and the page will open.

I have done the above and it took just 23 seconds from step 1 to seeing the web page so, as you can see, it isn't really as hard as the ten steps make it seem!
