God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that all who believe in him shall not perish but have everlasting life.

What does this - perhaps the best-known verse in all of Scripture – mean to YOU? Do you look at it as a personal message just meant for the reader (in this case, yourself) or do you see it as a more general statement?

What follows in this editorial is a transcript of a conversation with God. All I ask you, the reader, to do is imagine that YOU had this conversation. Beloved, I am human. If I were left to my own humanity, I don’t think I would have written this editorial but, as you will see, I was instructed to do so by the Holy Spirit Himself. So, if you find the message I have been given for you disturbing, before you just click reply and type “unsubscribe” in the subject window, will you kneel down and ask the Holy Spirit about it. None of us like to be disturbed but pretending the truth isn’t there doesn’t make it go away! As I say in my book, don’t take MY word for anything! Check it out with the Master Himself. He spoke to me and He’ll speak to you. Please listen! You are my earthly neighbours and I love each and every one of you. Every day that passes is one day closer to the day that Jesus will return to claim His people. Satan is fighting tooth and nail to subvert as many as he can. Don’t be one of them.

The other day, I was meditating and communing with God and, in particular, asking Him what Paul really meant when he wrote to the Corinthian Church, “But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ. For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or if ye receive another spirit, which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have not accepted, ye might well bear with him." (2 Cor. 11:3, 4 KJV).

An incident in my taxi that day was causing me much soul-searching over people who call themselves 'Christian' but don't behave according to God’s word. I had picked up a young businesswoman at the airport and was taking her to the city. This charming lady was a very pleasant conversationalist and, during the journey, spoke quite freely about some of her convictions about life in general to the point where, although it is against company rules for drivers to broach discussion of religion or politics (it’s OK to respond to customers’ comments but not to introduce them), I felt compelled to ask my fare if she was a Christian. 

Her reply took me completely by surprise. She said, “No, I'm a Catholic."

Now, those of you who have read my book “God’s Deal With YOU” will be well familiar with what I have written about apostate churches but this, from the mouth of a member of one of them, had completely stunned me. So I was asking the Lord what message He had sent that young woman to give to me (I was in no doubt that the conversation in the taxi hadn’t happened just by chance and, as you will see in a moment, I was right!)

That soft, quiet voice in my head said, "I sent her to show you that, just because people SAY they're Christians and wave Bibles about and go to churches and freely use my Son’s name, doesn't mean they ARE Christians. Just as I sent that woman to you, I sent my servant Paul to write messages of instruction to my people. He also wrote VERY clearly, 'Do not be yoked with unbelievers. What do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can light be with darkness?' (2 Cor. 6:14). Those people in those apostate churches are unbelievers David! Oh! They believe in a man named Jesus who they say died for their sins but does that make them stop sinning? Do they believe His words when He said, “If you love me, keep the commandments” and that obedience to His commandments is still a requirement for salvation?"

"I guess not Lord. But then they say that they are under 'the New Covenant' of grace and they no longer have to keep your Laws. I’m confused Lord!"

"You already KNOW the answer to THAT, David, so don't waste our time even defending it! Do you think that young woman ended up in your taxi by chance?"

"I guess not Lord! But Lord, I have always taught and preached that the members of apostate churches are the innocent victims of false teachings and that they are still Christians but that they're in error. That's why I work to correct their errors."

"And how successful have you been David?"

"I don't know Lord. Sometimes it feels as though I could count the successes on one hand! I thank You for the dear folk who have stood beside me - but that's pathetic when I think how many there are on my mailing list."

"Yes it is, isn't it? But it isn't YOU that’s pathetic David. You have told the truth to those people but they don't want to know. That's not your fault!"

"But I feel as though I'm letting You down Lord."

"NO David! THEY are letting me down! You have a saying, 'You can take a horse to water, but you can't make him drink.' and that is a very true saying. That young woman who said she is not a Christian told you the truth. The Catholic Church teaches and preaches another Jesus and therefore, as long as they listen to those teachings and don't read my word, the members are NOT Christians!"

"Oh Lord! I have long believed that the Catholic Church is the 'Babylon' of Revelation 17 and 18 and if, as You are now telling me, that is so, what about her 'daughter prostitutes' of Revelation 17:5?"

"None of them are Christians David! They SAY they are but they're NOT! They say My Son's name aloud in their meetings and perform all sorts of pagan rituals. You KNOW the Scriptures, David. You KNOW what My Son said about them in Matthew 7:21 to 23!"

"Why are you telling me this Lord?"

"I told you! Preach Paul's message in your next editorial."

"But Lord, if I write what you're telling me here, everyone will unsubscribe!"

"Is that what you expect, David?"

"Well, Lord, to be honest with You - and I can't be anything else can I? There ARE those you WILL walk with in my kingdom."

"Are you telling me that I WILL walk in Your kingdom with You Father? I am not worthy. I am still a sinner. I don't want to sin but I know that I do and, once done, my sins cannot be reversed."

"I'm telling you that I love you David and I know you're a sinner. ALL have sinned and fallen short and you are no different. But I know your heart. You have lived over half a century as a sinner and you are human. Old habits die hard but I know how you feel when you do sin. You ARE a Christian David. An Amazing Testimony

As regular readers of “Making A Difference” probably know, Beloved King Ministries is non-denominational. However, it would be true to say that there are certain principles of Scriptural truth, which are held by some denominations that BKM enthusiastically endorses whilst the doctrines of others, we work to expose deception and lies. I did a search and found the site again. I went to this week's lesson and I knew why the Lord led me to it! My thoughts were not pure as I kept thinking of how miserable I felt. Self-pity is what it is called and it sure causes one to think of SELF, which is idolatry. I decided to do the lesson for this week. I thought I would share it with you and I hope I did it right. I guess there is really no right or wrong way cause it is only a guide to help you to study Scripture. The Holy Spirit has to do the rest. I want you to know that I am so thoroughly blessed! I feel uplifted and my spirit is soaring! I have decided I will keep up with the lessons from now on.

Needless to say, my friend’s final comment thrilled me. It also taught ME a lesson! Satan hates truth and had done everything he could to stop my friend studying God’s Word – even to the point of sending a virus that wiped out her computer. But I was forgetting who is really in control of the lives of those who have freely given Him that control.  God does things in HIS time, not ours. I had sown the seeds but it is the Holy Spirit who waters and nurtures them!

As you will see, my friend also sent her notes that she had made as she studied the lesson. This was a detailed transcript of the lesson along with her responses to the questions it contained. It arrived in my inbox on Friday afternoon.  I was amazed at the insight she displayed and decided to print out the five pages of notes to take with me to Sabbath School the next day and, if the opportunity arose, to share her comments with the rest of my class.

Now for the amazing bit! I arrived at church on Sabbath morning and sat with my friends for the opening songs, mission story and prayers. I noticed that the usual class leader wasn’t there and so I asked another friend, who also takes a turn at leader sometimes, if he was taking the class. He replied that he wasn’t so I asked who was. He said he didn’t know and asked me if I had studied the lesson for that week. When I said that I had, he then asked if I would like to do it. My immediate reaction was one of mild panic! Although I had studied the lesson, I was hardly prepared to lead the class discussion about it at three minutes notice! Then I suddenly realised that I had my Internet friend’s comprehensive notes tucked into the front of my Bible and, without stopping to think any more, said, “Sure, I’ll take the class.”

So, when the whole church had separated into their classes, I told my group that, whilst I had just received three minutes notice that I would be leading them, God had known over twenty four hours ago! I then explained how a member of my Internet ministry’s “flock” had decided to start studying the lessons and had sent her notes to me for my comment and, without knowing what would happen today, I had printed them out in case the opportunity to share arose.

I then told the group that, even though it would be me standing in front of them, the real leader was lady, 10,000 kms away, who was brand new to the studies and, with their permission, I would hand over to her and just serve as the reader of her notes. Now, I should tell you that our class is a very interactive one where just about everyone takes an active part and contributes enthusiastically to the discussion but, today, as I read my friend’s notes, they all sat in riveted attention. It actually got to the point where I became conscious of the fact that I was doing all the talking (albeit, my friend’s words) and I stopped reading and asked if anyone else wanted to add anything. The only response I got was, “Your friend has said it all!”

The atmosphere was almost electric. I can truly say that we have never had a class like it. Time ran out long before we could complete the study. The class members hung attentively on every word and, when we had to break up for the worship service, everyone was asking if they could either have a copy of my friend’s notes or if I could forward her email to them. One of the ladies in the class volunteered to take the notes and photocopy them and bring the copies the following week. When she arrived the next week with ten sets of notes, they were gone within seconds! I also forwarded them to everyone who had email and, already, several have written directly to my friend. Not only that, they all asked if I could get my friend to send her notes every week and for me to print them out and bring them to class!  

So, what are the lessons to be learned from this story?  What most would have thought was a ‘glitch’ in the system that left us without a prepared leader was, in actual fact, all taken care of by the Lord well in advance. God doesn’t call the prepared – He prepares the called!

OPENING LINKS
    Some readers have emailed us to say that clicking the hyperlinks in "Making A Difference" doesn't work. I don't know why that is but one easy way to get the addresses and access the websites is as follows:
1.    Highlight the title using your mouse (it doesn't matter if you highlight the music asterisk too - it will still work).
2.    With the title highlighted, click "Insert" on the menu bar at the top of your screen. This will give you a drop menu.
3.    On the drop menu, click "Hyperlink." This will open a window titled "Edit Hyperlink."
4.    Highlight the html address in the window labelled, "Type the file or web page name."
5.    Copy the address by pressing Control and C together.
6.    Close the "Edit Hyperlink" window by clicking the cancel button.
7.    Then open your web browser (Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator).
8.    Place the cursor in the "Address" window at the top (or, if you already have an address in there, just highlight it).
9.    Press Control and V together. That will copy the URL into the window.
10.  Press Enter and the page will open.

I have done the above and it took just 23 seconds from step 1 to seeing the web page so, as you can see, it isn't really as hard as the ten steps make it seem!
