Editor’s note: This next message was actually forwarded to me by our associate prayer ministry coordinator and I am including it here because I don’t believe that the correspondent is alone in his or her concerns and so my response may be helpful to others in a similar situation.

Hi,

I am in turmoil and I need some prayer please.

About 2 yrs ago, the Lord told me to move from one church to the church that I attend now.

At the new church I can feel the Holy Spirit when we walk in the door. The people are wonderful. 

But I am having trouble with why the Lord ask me to move to this church, if I am unable to use my talents there.  I am having trouble with WHY?   I keep praying about it and no answer, I know the Lord answers in His time not our time but I feel like I am lost at this church. When I meet with the minister he gives me the same talk, that he does every time. “You are new to the church, we do things different here.” etc.  Please pray for me.  I am having a meeting Thursday with him.     

In Jesus Christ’s name:  (Name withheld)

If you are not feeling the call to use your talents at this church there are two diametrically opposed answer options. Of course, from what you have divulged, I have NO IDEA which option applies to your situation (and that is probably a good thing since it allows me to be objective).

Option 1 is that the "new" church is apostate. Statistically, there is approximately a 98% chance that this is so. In other words, does the new church keep ALL the commandments (in particular, check the fourth – it’s the easiest to see instantly)? If it doesn't, then it is one of those churches very adequately described in the Bible in such verses as 2 Timothy 4:3, 4; Matthew 24:24; 1 John 2:4 etc. (a full list of such Scriptures can be found in chapter 6 of my book, "God's Deal With YOU"). If this "new" church is, indeed, apostate then obviously the Holy Spirit is sending you a clear message that you need to heed. 

You say that you "feel" the presence of the Holy Spirit at this church and, very sadly, this is one of Satan's most prevalent strategies (ref: 2 Corinthians 11:13-15). You CANNOT go by "feelings" alone. I can't stress this strongly enough. You MUST be like the Bereans of Acts 17:11 and check EVERYTHING this church preaches and teaches in your Bible. Just think about it: Those people checked the great apostle PAUL out before they accepted his teachings! So what should we do with some church that claims to be Christian? If Satan didn't make his counterfeit "Christianity" FEEL good, no one would play his game would they? So feelings are NOT a reliable test of the truth.

Option 2 is that what you believe to be talents for God and for truth are not (Having made such a statement, I hope you can now see why I am glad that I don't know the answer! If I did know it, then you would be quite justified in accusing me of being judgemental! As it is, I’m being objective). Let me stress here though that, even if what I have suggested IS true, that, in itself, is not an accusation. For instance, it could be that, like the vast majority of dear, sincere people, you have trusted your religious teachers - as, indeed you SHOULD be able to do. Unfortunately though, it just isn't like that (as 2 Corinthians 11:13-15 CLEARLY SHOWS). Trust NO ONE (including me) but, as in the case of option 1, check out EVERYTHING you do against Scripture when you use those "talents." 

Are you expounding truth or tradition (ref: Matthew 15:3)? This is a rhetorical question - I don't need to know the answer but YOU do without any shadow of doubt. Jesus said that many will say to Him on that last day when the dead are resurrected from their resting places, "Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name (etc.)?" and He will say to them, "I never knew you! Away from me, you evildoers!"  (Matthew 7:21-23). Now THOSE are strong and very scary words aren't they? Just before He said them, Jesus also said that MANY will find the broad way to destruction whilst ONLY A FEW will find the narrow way to eternal life. There is NO "middle ground" here. A person either practices obedience or he/she doesn't! Only you know which group you are in. But MUCH more importantly, you need to know whether any changes are needed in your Christian walk and, if they are, will you make them whatever the cost in material possessions or earthly relationships? (Read Jesus’ words in Matthew 5:11, 12 and 10:34-39)

You say that you keep praying without any answer. WHO are you praying to? Jesus said (in John 16:23) that, after His ascension to sit at His Father's right hand, no one would ask him anything but that His Father would grant whatever we ask HIM in Jesus' name. This makes it very clear that our prayers should be directed to NO ONE other than God the Father doesn't it? And, if your new church is one that prays to dead people who know nothing (Ecclesiastes 9:5) then run as fast as you can!

But, perhaps the most pertinent Scripture here is Proverbs 28:9 which tells us, "If anyone turns a deaf ear to the Law (that is, the Ten Commandments), even his prayers are detestable." Again, it is a good thing that I have no idea what you believe, teach and preach because, as I say, that allows me to be totally objective. IF you are wilfully breaking ANY of the Ten Commandments then, in effect, you are wasting your time praying to God. Now this is tough stuff isn't it? But IT IS SCRIPTURAL. I am not saying it - the Word of God is saying it. 

So, my dear friend in Jesus, I admonish you to conduct a strict examination of your new church’s doctrines as well as a self-examination in concert with Holy Writ. If anything needs changing, then change it without delay. Set your priorities and, having done so, enjoy (or bear) the consequences. And, if you want to know the consequences of a wrong decision, read Hebrews 10:26, 27.

God bless you and guide you in this hour of need my friend. The Holy Bible has all the answers you need. All you need to do is KNOW its contents. (Also read Hosea 4:6 with this in mind).

I hope this has helped you.

OPENING LINKS
    Some readers have emailed us to say that clicking the hyperlinks in "Making A Difference" doesn't work. I don't know why that is but one easy way to get the addresses and access the websites is as follows:
1.    Highlight the title using your mouse (it doesn't matter if you highlight the music asterisk too - it will still work).
2.    With the title highlighted, click "Insert" on the menu bar at the top of your screen. This will give you a drop menu.
3.    On the drop menu, click "Hyperlink." This will open a window titled "Edit Hyperlink."
4.    Highlight the html address in the window labelled, "Type the file or web page name."
5.    Copy the address by pressing Control and C together.
6.    Close the "Edit Hyperlink" window by clicking the cancel button.
7.    Then open your web browser (Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator).
8.    Place the cursor in the "Address" window at the top (or, if you already have an address in there, just highlight it).
9.    Press Control and V together. That will copy the URL into the window.
10.  Press Enter and the page will open.

I have done the above and it took just 23 seconds from step 1 to seeing the web page so, as you can see, it isn't really as hard as the ten steps make it seem!
